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Loper applies, but agency
nonetheless prevails because
its interpretation is the best
reading of the statute.
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Court will uphold the
agency's interpretation as
long as it fits within the
statute's grant of discretion.
Could consider a non-
delegation argument.

The clear and unambiguous
meaning of the statute will
control, just as it would have
under Chevron.
